The church’s interior is covered with black and white
marble, and its marble floors have decorative inlays by Domenico Beccafumi, treasures by Nicola Pisano and
Michelanagelo, painted frescoes by Pinturicchio , a magnificent baptismal font by Jacopo della Quercia, Donatello,
and Lorenzo Ghiberti all make this one of the world’s most thrilling cathedrals! Lunch on your own. Siena is famous
for its delicious Panforte and delicate Ricciarelli almond cookies. In the afternoon we will drive through the famous
Chianti Wine Road, and stop at a typical farm for wine tasting and to enjoy one of the most beautiful Tuscan sunsets
in the heart of Chianti Hills. ~Breakfast & Dinner at your hotel in Pescia.
